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Notice of Policy Regarding Advance Directives

Advanced Directives are statements that indicate the type of medical treatment wanted or not wanted in the event an individual is unable to make those determinations; living wills are examples. 

In the ambulatory care setting, if a patient should suffer a cardiac, respiratory or other life-threatening situation, the signed consent implied consent for resuscitation and transfer to a higher level of care and the transfer of medical records and information as determined necessary.

In accordance with federal and state law, the facility is notifying you that certain elements of your advanced directive may be limited. Your agreement with this facility’s policy will not revoke or invalidate any current health care directive or health care power of attorney. If you disagree, you must address this issue with your physician prior to signing this form. If a patient is adjudged incompetent under the state laws, the rights of the patient are exercised by the person appointed and/or the legal representative designated by the patient under Florida law to act on the patient’s behalf. The center will accept a Court Appointed Guardian, Dual Power of Attorney or a Health Care Surrogate.
